In summer 2011, the Welsh Assembly’s Environment and Sustainability Committee announced an inquiry into future Welsh energy policy and the need to seek devolved powers to encourage a low-carbon future for Wales. The NFLA Welsh Forum has contributed to this inquiry and has offered to make an oral submission to the Committee. The Forum has also joined up with Friends of the Earth Wales and the Nuclear Consulting Group to meet the new Welsh Environment Minister, John Griffiths, to discuss its views on how to take Welsh energy policy further without recourse to new nuclear build. And the NFLA has produced a detailed policy briefing on ways which Wales and Welsh Councils can build a future ‘nuclear free’ energy policy with a combination of a wide renewable energy mix, Council-led energy efficiency programmes and the promotion of microgeneration energy projects.  





This comes at a time when pre-works on developing a new nuclear reactor at Hinkley Point have been approved, but there are still a number of key hurdles to jump – the final post Fukushima nuclear safety report and EU stress tests, the generic design assessment on new nuclear reactor designs and reforms to the electricity market. Indeed, the proposed AP1000 design preferred by the consortium planning to build a new reactor at Wylfa in north Wales may be delayed unless investment confidence for it is confirmed. With the German Government’s decision to close all its nuclear reactors by 2022, and the Wylfa consortium ‘Horizon’ made up of German utilities RWE Npower and E-On, what is the likelihood of a new nuclear reactor being built in Wales?  





The Autumn 2011 NFLA Welsh Forum seminar will highlight to Welsh Councils the potential future direction of Welsh energy policy and the positive role Councils can play in this debate. It will also consider prospects for new build at Wylfa.
